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Dragon Boat Racing and the Festival

Dragon Boat racing is an ancient Chinese tradition and the fastest growing water activity in Britain today – as well as the most fun!  Up to 10 people paddle each 30’ boat with a drummer at the front beating time and helm at the tail steering a straight  course.  No previous experience is required, just plenty of team spirit!

Gable Events has joined with the five Rotary Clubs of Northampton and their chosen charities to bring you the Dragon Boat Festival to be staged on the River Nene in Northampton. The Festival is open to everyone and up to 36 crews are expected to battle it out over the 250m race course, watched by several thousand spectators.  The central Northampton location offers a superb venue for racing and a fabulous day is guaranteed with bank side entertainment, food and fun activities for all the family. 

Entry includes:-

· Dragon boats, qualified helms and all racing equipment

· At least 3 races per crew

· Live music

· Souvenir programme

· Trophy for the winning crew and prizes + medals for the top three crews

· Prize for the crew with the best turnout outfits

o      Prize for the most original team name

Festival Details:

Crews

Crews must comprise 10 paddlers, plus a drummer – squads cannot be larger.  Crews can be mixed, all female or all male, and organisations may enter more than one crew.  No age limits are imposed and no previous experience of dragon boat racing is required.  All crew members must be able to swim in light clothing and compete entirely at their own risk.  Qualified helms, buoyancy aids and water safety cover are provided by the organisers.

Rules

Gable Events is an approved operator of the British Dragon Boat Racing Association (BDA) and the Festival will be run under BDA Rules and hold a BDA Race Permit.  All crews accepted for entry must abide with the competition rules of the BDA and the entry details.

Entry Fees

There is no sponsorship fee for boats to compete in the Race, but, if you want to enter a boat and you would like to make a voluntary donation of £350 (or more!) to our Charitable Fund Appeal, we should be very grateful.  However, such a donation is not a condition of entry.  Entries will be acknowledged ‘first come, first served’ basis.

Prizes

The Festival Trophy will be awarded to the winning crew and the top three crews will all received medals.

Charity Sponsorship

The aim of the day is to collect as much money for local charities as possible so all team members are encouraged to raise at least £50 in sponsorship for our Charitable Fund.  Official sponsorship forms will be supplied with your entry confirmation and all forms and sponsorship monies should be given to the Festival Treasurer within four weeks of the event.

Entries

Following receipt of your completed entry form we will send confirmation of your entry, a full set of competition rules, sponsorship forms and a crew Managers information pack.

Tax Benefits:
