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Conditions for Traders and Stall Holders

 
 In these conditions, the following expressions shall have the following meaning:-

The Exhibitor -   shall include any person, or business who has completed a booking form and been issued with a receipt to have a trade stand, a craft fair or food stand.

The Organisers – The Rotary Clubs of Northampton
1. When reserving any Site, provision must be made for the use of guy ropes and vehicles when appropriate.

2. A receptacle, or plastic sack, must be provided by The Exhibitor, for refuse. The Exhibitor is responsible for keeping their site clean and tidy.

3. Electricity cannot be supplied.  The Exhibitor has the option of using generators outside, as long as they are included in the site reserved, and they are quiet.

4.  Water (except drinking water) cannot be supplied on site.
5. The sale of goods, from any kind of auction and the use of loud speakers without permission, are not permitted.

6. The sale of goods, tickets etc. must be carried out within the confines of the area booked. Gaming Stalls are not permitted.

7. Random distribution of pamphlets and publicity material, on the showground is strictly forbidden.

8. The Organisers reserve the right, to refuse admission to any person or organisation, who, in their opinion, would be prejudicial to the running of the Festival. The allocation of trade sites by The Organisers of the Festival is final. Whilst every effort will be made to ensure The Exhibitor has the site allocated, The Organisers reserve the right, to move or re-allocate areas as necessary.

9. The Rotary Dragon Boat Festival pass for The Exhibitor, must be clearly displayed on their vehicle. It will allow access for The Exhibitor, to the showground, during the setting up times on each day of the Festival. 

10. Vehicles, unless accommodated within the stall, must be removed to the designated car park by the end of the setting up time each day. All vehicles must remain stationary while the Festival is in progress. Permission, for earlier admission than that stated in the reservation form, must be obtained from the Festival Organisers, prior to the Festival day.

11. The Organisers insurers require The Exhibitor to arrange their own public liability insurance. The Exhibitor must be able to produce their Certificate of Insurance for inspection, if requested. In making their application to exhibit, they will be specifically confirming that they have made appropriate public liability arrangements.

12. Security. The open nature of Midsummer Meadow means that it is impossible to provide complete security. Limited security will be provided overnight by the Organisers. It is the individual Exhibitors responsibility, to make such practical arrangements (Including insurance cover), as may be required to safeguard their stand and its contents, while on the Show Ground.

13. If any unforeseen change is necessary, or the Festival has to be cancelled, The Organisers will not be responsible for any financial loss, whatsoever, incurred by The Exhibitor.

14. In the event of cancellation by The Exhibitor, prior to one month before the event, The Organisers will attempt to re-let the stall, and refund the amount paid by The Exhibitor, if they do re-let the stall. An administration fee of £20 will be retained by The Organiser. No guarantee of a refund can be given. No refund will be given, in the event of a cancellation by The Exhibitor, within one month of the Festival date.  

15. Failure to comply with any of the above conditions listed, by any Exhibitor, will result in their instant dismissal from the showground. The Organisers can not be held responsible for any injury, or damage, fatal, or otherwise to property or person however caused.
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
